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Hairpin Action at Westwood. | don't know who's Lola #84 FF that is, but obviously
he was errant on his line through the hairpin. Bill Hill is going in front of him in the
winged Brabham BT-29 F -B car as he was working his way through this group to
lap them. Believe #44 is Terry Annis in his BT-8 Brabham F-C car. All others are
FF's, unknown, but skilled enough to avoid the Lola.

Spotting the Camera as he brakes into the Westwood hairpin, Bill Hill gives a
friendly wave. Brabham BT-29. This pic has Cosworth power, but ran several
years with a Lotus Twin-Cam in F- B. At one time, | had a 9 race winning streak
with this car in the late 70's. That ended at Westwood, when someone hit my
catch tank in turn 2, ruptured it, and | spun on that oil the following lap. Finished
2nd. Shoulda emptied the half cup of gup in the catch can before the race



| bought an MGA for $300 and, with the help of
Bob Bickers, built the car for racing over the win-
ter. A guy we called 'Dude' promised to build a
roll bar in time for the Miller-Kersting Drivers’
Training conducted by Cascade Sports Car Club,
March 15 & 16, 1966 at the PIR 5 mile track on
the old Vanport Streets. | rode down with some
fellow Puget Sound Sports Car Club members
with a hot $15 in my pocket for mad money. We
went down Friday night to be at school at 8am
Saturday morning for 8 hours of verbal instruction,
which | thought was excellent. After sharing the
motel and lunch expenses, | was down to $4. |
suggested we have supper at McDonald’s but my
friends took me downtown to a nice hotel for sup-
per. The ONLY thing | could afford on the menu
was scallops, for $4. While waiting for supper to
be served, and being an eastern Washington farm
boy, | asked what scallop where? The explana-
tion almost cost me my appetite.... but | scarfed
every one down.

The next morning, we showed up at the track with
my borax soaked coveralls and a pair of leather
gloves, waiting for my car.....not knowing that
Dude decided to install my roll bar the night be-
fore at 11pm, and discovered he was out of acety-
lene, i.e. no car showed up. | explained my
trauma to the chief driving instructor, and he
asked if I'd mind riding with someone else... so |
went through drivers’ school in the right side of an
Austin Healey 100. No windshield, light rain all
day and the temperature in the mid 40s. At the
noon break | went to the only sanican out in the
grass. Wearing the totally soaked cold leather
gloves, | didn't have enough strength to grasp
my zipper... | will avoid all details of the next 10
minutes. However, there was a line up of about
30 people when | came out. | was soaked every-
place except the top of my head and my fanny,
from sitting in the car.

School resumed at one... and about 4:30, my
driver tells me he is going to try a new line across
the bridge, yes, | said bridge, at the end of the
straight. In trying this line, he hit a very large wa-
ter puddle, which exploded through the floor
boards, up the front of me, under my face shield
and to the top of my head under the hel-
met. Then it drained down, onto the seat and |
was now 100% wet all over. By this time, | had
the shakes | was so cold. At 5, we ended the
school and retired to a restaurant. | had not had
anything to eat since the night before and was
shaking like a leaf... one of my PSSCC friends
felt sorry for me so he bought me a small (10
cent) coke, my first liquid for the day. The instruc-
tors had a small conference about me, and since |
spent every possible second on the track, issued
me a certificate of completion. | don't know if it

was out of pity for this person with the shivers, or
what. That evening | rode with my PSSCC friend
in his Beetle, with no heater, back to Olympia. At
home, | spent 2 hours in the shower, and never
even got a sniffle from the weekend.

After some heated discussion, the roll bar was
installed the next Friday and we headed for Port-
land for my first novice race. From the weekend
before, | learned that when you come out of a
corner, aim for the middle of the track. The Van-
port streets (our track) were so crowned, that the
curvature would pull you to the outside edge. If
your line was aimed for the outside edge of the
track, the curvature would take you off into the
grass and possibly an old house foundation bur-
ied in the grass. We also found out the MGA ate
bearings at an alarming rate. So when the oll
pressure dropped to 10lbs, we'd throw in several
cans of STP, use a 4000-rpm redline, finish the
race and rebuild for the next.

Fast forward 40 years. | volunteered for the
SCCA drivers school on April 1st this year. They
assigned me to two drivers that didn't have rider
provisions... so asked me to bring my Colt down
to show and observe my assigned drivers on the
track. So 40 years after taking drivers school
without a car, | now have a car on the track in-
structing. Sort of ironic, | think.

40 years and loving it.
