Otis Orchards WA and Randy Blaylock from
Bothell, WA.

There were also many other Conference regu-
lars in attendance filling critical positions on the
team and supplementing regular Bullet Racing
staff. Scott Adare, Michael Conatore, and Fred
Wright joined Bullet regular Jeff Alton in the
spotting tower and did a terrific job keeping the
drivers safe in the midst of the heavy traffic
throughout the race from day to night and back
to day again.
